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ATTENTION ALL JUNIORS:   NOW is the time to start finalizing your College Application 
plans.  Use this time now and over the summer to do your final research on colleges you 
would like to attend.   Consider all variables including location, transportation, major, fi-
nancial situation, „match‟ for your GPA and SAT/ACT scores, etc.   You should be applying to 
one REACH school, a REALISTIC school, and a “safety‟ school – one that you will most likely 
get into to.    Consider if  you really want to attend a private university vs. one of the very 
fine public universities right here in the state of California.   Our own statistics and data 
show that many of our students apply to as many as 20 schools – including private univer-
sities, UC‟s, and Cal States.  This is a tremendous waste of energy and resources (not to 
mention – just a waste of money) – when you are already quite certain you‟ll stay in Cali-
fornia and go to a Public School.  It is best to apply only to private schools that you truly will 
attend, if  you are admitted.  Have you visited each school that you want to apply to?  Do 
you know what the school has to offer you?  Students  who “OVER-APPLY” (apply to a 
whole bunch of schools just to see if  they can they get in) are actually skewing the numbers 
for AHS Students.   Most private Universities get to know trends from high schools across 
the country, and we do not want AHS to be a high school from which students apply – but

All Juniors who will be re-
questing a Counselor letter of recommendation for private colleges and scholarships next 
school year MUST fill out the Student Data Packet.

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It was my pleasure to have had a chance to participate in the 2008 California State PTA Convention. This year the con-

vention was held at Long Beach Convention Center from May 1 to May 4
th
. There were thousands of people in atten-

dance at this convention. 

 

The convention was an eye opener for me. There were eighty eight workshops available that covered a myriad of top-

ics that help parents to share the information from different schools, and empower parents by providing resources. The 

workshops were designed for both the beginning and experienced PTA officers and parents. Workshops covered topics 

ranging from how to do different jobs in PTA to issues like how to communicate with the school. 

 

I attended multiple workshops in subjects that I didn’t know at all and one that I was really interested in. One of the 

workshops was ―National Standards for Family-School Partnerships: A New Way of Leading‖.  In this workshop I 

learned that research has proven that when families are involved at home and at school – children do better in school 

and the schools get better. Here is the list of findings: 

Create a link to learning. Parent and community involvement that is designed to improve student learning has a 

greater effect on achievement. 

Events and activities designed to engage families in supporting children’s learning lead to improved student 

achievement. 

Advocacy is protective.  The more families can be advocates for children and support their progress, the better 

their children do, and the longer they stay in school. 

All families contribute: Families of all backgrounds are involved at home. Each family should spend time talking 

about school, helping your student plan for higher education, keeping them focused on learning and home-

work, and always encourage your children. 

Community organizing is getting results. Upgraded school facilities, improved school leadership and staffing, higher 

quality learning programs, resources to improve teaching and curriculum, funding for after-school programs 

and family support all improve student achievement. 

Practices that engage all families. Focus on building personal relationships, recognize and remove barriers, em-

brace partnership and share power, deal with class and culture differences. 

 

Since America is changing (more immigrated children, number of children in poverty rising steadily since 2000, and 

proficient, math, reading achievement levels still low), we need a new vision for parent involvement, a vision that 

matches the reality of the 21
st
 Century. The rationale for re-defining standards listed in following chart:

Supporting student success – Families and school staff have regular opportunities to strengthen their knowledge 
and skills to support student’s learning and healthy development. 

Communicating effectively – Families and school staff engage in regular, meaningful communication about stu-

dent learning. 

Speaking up for every child – Families are empowered to be advocates for their own and other children, to ensure 
that they are treated fairly and have access to learning opportunities that will support their success. 

Sharing power – Families and schools staffs together inform, influence and create policies, practices and programs, 

as equal partners in decisions that effect children and families. 

Collaborating with community – Families and school staff collaborate with community members to connect stu-

dents, families and staff to expanded learning opportunities, community services, and civic participation. 

 

To clearly understand a new way to learning helps me to set my personal goal for helping our students and our school. I 

regret I didn’t attend the PTA Convention years ago. I strongly recommend for our parents to attend the PTA Convention.

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1. Keeping up is hard to do. 
The Internet gets more portable every day, which makes it easier for our kids to be online more of the time. Today your kid may go 

online from a computer or even a mobile phone. But tomorrow? Who knows! It could be via something not yet invented. New sites 

appear and become "hot" overnight, replacing old ones. Parents need to help their kids learn about safe and appropriate be-

havior, not just safe and appropriate sites. Because teaching them about the dangers of one site or form of access today will be 
outdated information tomorrow. 

2. Kids go online without us.  

The majority of kids report that their parents have no rules about the Internet. The result is that kids visit sites, create content, and 

communicate free of supervision in email, on social networking sites, via Instant Messaging, and through mobile texting. Parents 

need to become involved in their kids' online lives.  

3. Our kids know way more than we do.  
They have grown up online. They know how to go places and do things we can't. Conversely, they also know how to get around 

any filters, blocks, or history settings we might use to manage where they go online. Adults must still teach codes of conduct, 
though, even when their kids' forms of communicating (cu l8r, anyone?) may be downright baffling to us.  

4. It’s a user-generated content world. 

Huh? What does that mean? It means that those using the Internet are also creating its content. Kids can post and receive pictures, 

stream video, and read and write things visible to anyone online. They can also receive unedited, unfiltered information. We need 

to help our kids think critically about what they post, read, and see online. 

5. We butt into our kids' lives at a time when, developmentally, they want independence. 

It's only right and natural for high school-aged teens to demand privacy, try on different personalities, and push at the edge of ac-

ceptability — all of which the Internet encourages. That's all part of growing up. Even if we're concerned about their safety, our in-

tervention comes at an unwelcome time. We might be seen as overprotective at best and as controlling snoops at worst. But we 

have to be sure kids know how to be safe and responsible before letting them loose. It's up to us to make them listen when they 

don't want to hear.

Chat Acronyms & Text Messaging Short-

hand  

Acronyms have always been an integral part of computer culture, 

and they have since spawned a new language on the Internet. 

Commonly thought of as a series of letters that make up a "word" 

there is a distinction between acronym and shorthand.  

Online enthusiasts, primarily millennial, are learning that short-

hand are in fact called acronyms, but this is incorrect. The differ-

ence between acronyms and shorthand is that with acronyms, you 

pronounce the letters as a new word (for example, "FUBAR" is 

pronounced "foo-bar" and "RADAR" is pronounced "ray-dar"). In 

contrast, shorthand pronunciations are like an initialism (a set of 

initials) in which you say the letters one-by-one (for example, 

"ESP" is an initialism for "extra sensory perception" whereas 

"esp." is an abbreviation for especially). The online practice is to 

refer to shorthand, initialisms, or abbreviations as acronyms. 

The majority of the expressions you see above are not acronyms, 

but rather shorthand used while text messaging or IM'in. BTW: If 

you ever see someone TYPING AN ENTIRE SENTENCE IN ALL 

CAPITAL LETTERS that means SHOUTING! It is not proper neti-

quette to TYPE IN ALL CAPS (even in e-mail), in fact, it's annoy-

ing. People with limited eyesight may use all caps to see the 

words better, but otherwise, TURN THE CAPS LOCK OFF, 

unless you're using an acronym or shorthand.
