Core Teacher Team

The Core Teacher Team (CTT) was formed to address the Significant Disproportion-
ality Coordinated Early Intervening Services (SD-CEIS) Plan and our WASC goals.
The focus of these goals is to provide intervention services, focusing on the needs of
our students academically and socially. The team consists of six teachers from the
core academic departments, the assistant principal of student/parent services, and
the district curriculum coordinator for the high school. The department chairs from
special education and English language development are also actively involved in our
team meetings. The first meeting was held in August and the team has met every day
since the first day of school.

The three goals are:
e To improve the academic performance for Arcadia High School students
who entered Arcadia Unified School District after the 5th grade.
To decrease the number of Arcadia High School Students who receive D’s
and F’s.
e To help students find a balanced connection to Arcadia High School.

The first task involved the placement of students in “The Skills for School Success”
class that is designed to meet the needs of students who struggle with organizational
and study skills. The process was developed with input from school staff. Students
were recommended and letters were sent home for student placement in this course
for the first semester. Although many chose to stay in their current class, there were
some that moved into The Skills for School Success class. This course will be offered
next semester; the counselors and teachers are continuing to identify students for
this course.

The afternoon of the student free day on October 22nd was devoted to work on the in-
tervention plan. Teachers worked on one of the three goals to continue identifying
and researching student areas of need in order to develop programs to meet those
needs.

Attendance

Continue to encourage your students to arrive to school and class on time. Random
tardy sweeps will continue to minimize the number of students who are tardy to
class. It is recommended that students who drive and do not have a parking pass ar-
rive to school earlier than 7:30 a.m. in order to find a parking space within a reasona-
ble distance of school. Thank you for your patience with the construction process and
the rewards it will provide to current and future Apaches. I know this is an inconven-
ience for everyone.

In keeping with the National Standards for
School Counseling, the Guidance Department is
committed to serving your children in the per-
sonal/social, academic, and career/college do-
mains of student development this year. Each
year since the 1999-2000 school year, the AHS
counseling team has been recognized by the Los
Angeles County Office of Education for their out-
standing comprehensive guidance program, de-
tailed in the Support Personnel Accountability
Report Card (SPARC). A copy of last year’s AHS
SPARC is available at http://
counseling.ahs.ausd.net. In addition to the
awards the team has received over the past 10
years, they were honored with a Resolution from
the California State Senate, signed by Senator
Bob Margett, and a Resolution from the Califor-
nia State Assembly, signed by Assemblyman An-
thony Portantino. Last year, the AHS counseling
team is the recipient of the California Certificate
of Student Support Accountability.

Now in its eleventh year, the Counselor of the
Day (COD) program has been up and running
since the first day of school. Each day, students
who need immediate, direct contact with a Coun-
selor will be seen by the COD. Students may
access the COD from 7:30-11:30 a.m. and 12:02
-3:30 p.m. daily, except on Wednesday when the
hours are 12:02-3:30 pm. The COD is currently
located in P-16 in the Administrative Building.

ACT: American College Test. This test is used by
all colleges and universities as the examination
portion of their entrance reguirements. This
multiple-choice test covers four skill areas. Eng-
lish, Mathematics, Reading, and Science. The
Writing test on the ACT is optional, but is re-
quired by the UC and many 4-year private col-
leges and universities. The ACT is scored on a
scale from 10 to 36. The content of the test is
closely aligned with the skills and information
learned in the high school classroom.

SAT Reasoning Test: Scholastic Assessment
Test. The SAT Reasoning Test is used by all col-
leges and universities as the examination portion
of their entrance requirements. The SAT
measures the critical thinking skills needed for
academic success in college. It consists of ques-
tions in three areas: critical reading, math, and
writing. Each section is scored on a scale of 200
— 800, and the writing section contains two sub-
scores.

SAT Subject Tests: Subject Tests are designed
to measure knowledge and skills in particular
subject areas. Many colleges use the Subject
Tests for admission, course placement, and ad-
visement regarding course selection. The Uni-
versity of California system requires two tests
from different academic areas as part of their
admission requirements for the class of 2011.
Beginning with the class of 2012, subject
tests will no longer be required but are rec-
ommended for certain majors.

Familx Connection - Naviance

The Arcadia High School Counselors are commit-
ted to assisting all students in acquiring the
knowledge and skills necessary to make in-
formed post-secondary decisions. Every vyear,
Counselors meet with students through English
or History classes to provide college and career
guidance. Last year, students were instructed to
create their own Family Connection account and
were introduced to the useful resources and ex-
citing features that are available for both college
and career areas. This year, during the months
of November, December, January and February,
the counselors will meet with all students, grade
9 — 11, and utilize each students’ personal Fami-
ly Connection Naviance account to review their
personal career and college interests.

Family Connection has modules to assist the stu-
dent with interest inventories that take into ac-
count the individual student’s needs, values, and
abilities, providing them with information about
many occupations that match their interests.
Students can then access their account from
home to connect their career interests to college
majors and actual colleges, vocational, or tech-
nical schools. Here are some useful Family Con-
nection tips:

+ Students and parents can find our list of col-
lege visits. This list is constantly changing
and updated, as we have more and more
schools interested in visiting Arcadia High
School. Students can and are encouraged to
sign-up to as many college visits to receive
the most up-to-date information straight
from the college's admissions counselors
and representatives!

Students can conduct and access college
searches, maps, scattergrams, and enrich-
ment/summer programs to help them find
their college match.

Students can access our scholarship list and
apply to receive different types of financial
aids.

Students can review all their test scores,
including PSAT, SAT I and II, PLAN, and AP.

Under the Career Tab

Students can explore different careers and
find specific details regarding the level of
education (credentials), related careers, re-
lated majors, and plan of study.

Students can take different inventories to
discover more about their personality and
career interests. This information can be
used to help in their exploration of different
careers.




Under the About Me Tab

Students can access their lists of favorite
colleges and careers (added on when they
did their research). Students can fill out their
"game plan" with post-graduation goals,
check things off their academic checklist,
add personal journal entries, and create
their resume.

What I Need to Know About

Fee Waivers
|

During the 2010-2011 academic year, the Col-
lege Board, ACT and the CSU/UC systems will
again offer a fee waiver service to assist stu-
dents for whom the payment of fees for the
SAT, ACT, and college applications present a
serious barrier to college entrance. The number
of fee waivers is limited and eligibility varies.
Below are some guidelines to follow when con-
sidering eligibility of fee waivers.

ARCADIA HIGH SCHOOL

Waivers for ACT, SAT Reasoning &
SAT Subject Tests

Student must be participating in the free/
reduced lunch program in order to be eligi-
ble for fee waivers.

Student whose family is currently receiving
public assistance, is a resident in a federally
subsidized public housing project, student is
a resident of a foster home or an enrollee in
a program such as Upward Bound or a local
or state program intended to aid students
who are economically disadvantaged, will be
eligible.

Fee waivers are available only for high
school juniors or seniors.

An eligible student may receive during the
Junior or Senior year a maximum of two SAT
Reasoning Test fee waivers and two SAT
Subject Test fee waivers. Students may use
their SAT Subject Test fee waiver for up to
three Subject Tests on a single test date.

For the ACT, students may register only
once with a fee waiver. The waiver is used
once the student registers, even if the stu-
dent does not test on the test date request-
ed.

Waivers for College Applications

Application fee waivers for Cal State and UC
schools can be found on-line with the appli-
cation for admission.
A maximum of four Application Fee Waivers
for selected private colleges are available
only to students who have used an SAT fee
waiver and can be requested from the Coun-
seling Office.
The suggested time to begin the “Fee Waiver”
process is in the junior year when students are
taking the ACT, SAT Reasoning or SAT Subject
Tests. Please contact Mrs. Nichols, Counseling
Secretary, in Room P-18 or by phone at (626)
821-1795 for fee waiver questions or concerns.
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NCAA Talk

Attention all athletes interested in playing sports as college freshmen!! If you are a student plan-
ning to attend a Division I or II school you must follow all NCAA guidelines. The NCAA has estab-
lished a central “Eligibility Center,” formerly known as the “Clearinghouse,” which will certify your
athletic eligibility for both Division I and Division II schools. All freshmen in college must register
and be certified by the NCAA Initial Eligibility Clearinghouse. You should register at the beginning
of your junior year in high school with the NCAA “Eligibility Center.” Registration is done on-line at
http://eligibilitycenter.org/ECWR2/NCAA EMS/NCAA.html. Click on “"NCAA College Bound Student
Athletes.” Follow the instructions given. Be sure to give the appropriate paperwork to the AHS Rec-
ords Office so your transcripts are sent in a timely manner.

Please take note of all NCAA course requirements, core curriculum grade point average, SAT/ACT
standards, and other additional detailed information in your Curriculum Guide or on-line at
www.ncaaclearinghouse.net. These standards vary for Division I and Division II and also depend
on your year of graduation. Don't forget to send your SAT or ACT scores directly to NCAA as early
as possible. Have fun and play hard!!

(ROP)

On October 19th, the Armed Services Vocation-
al Aptitude Battery (ASVAB) will be given to
11th and 12th grade students who signed up
for the voluntary test. The ASVAB test is a val-
uable instrument that assists students in think-
ing about their future. The ASVAB shows stu-
dents how they compare with fellow students
in nine academic and occupational areas. The
nine areas tested were general science, arith-
metic reasoning, word knowledge, paragraph
comprehension, mathematics knowledge, elec-
tronics information, auto & shop information,
mechanical comprehension, and assembling
objects. The student can discover those areas in
which they have strengths. The test results sug-
gest the areas in which the student would be
happiest working, as well as those areas which
would make them least happy. Knowing
where to look for a job is a great place to start a
career search, and taking the ASVAB gives this
information.

In January, the results will be interpreted with
the students in small groups for one class peri-
od. In addition to the test results, each student
will receive a workbook, which will lead the
students through a series of exercises. Each ex-
ercise gives the student another piece of infor-
mation, where they have career interests, edu-
cational plans and personal preference of
jobs. The workbook allows the student to com-
bine all information and then lists possible oc-
cupations that match their particular needs and
information about their identified occupations.

During the month of November, all 9th grade
students will be given the Career Technical In-
terest Survey through their English classes in

the Career Center. The purpose of the survey is
to introduce the students to entry level career
areas and the ROP program. This is an excel-
lent survey that gives students the opportunity
to expand their thoughts and interests when
making class selections.

The following additional information is located
in the Career Center/ROP office.

The Job Book — We post employment opportu-
nities from local community business profes-

sionals in our job book. If you are a business
that would like to hire Arcadia High students,
please give us a call at (626) 821-8370 X 1104
and we will be glad to include your job re-
quest.

Sample Resume Book - contains various re-
sume samples for students to use as a guide.

Volunteer Opportunities — consists of non-
paid opportunities for students in many pri-

vate and public agencies throughout the San
Gabriel Valley.

Students are welcome to look through these
books before school, during lunch, and after
school. We also have FREE work permit appli-
cations for students who have obtained em-
ployment. Students currently working are eli-
gible to receive elective credits for their job
through ROP "work experience." Remember
that students under 18 years of age must obtain
a work permit.
